Chief Executive

The president is the highest-ranking military o!cer in the United
States and has the authority to make military decisions, deploy
troops, and respond to national security threats. 

Commander-in-Chief

The president represents the United States in international relations,
negotiates treaties (with the approval of the Senate), and engages in
diplomacy to maintain relationships with other countries.

Chief Diplomat

The president is typically a prominent "gure within their political
party, providing leadership, direction, and support to party members
and shaping the party's platform.

Chief-of-Party

While not a legislator, the president can in#uence the legislative
process by proposing legislation, working with Congress to shape
bills, and signing or vetoing bills that have passed.

Chief Legislator

As the symbolic head of the nation, the president participates in
ceremonial duties, addresses the nation during times of signi"cance,
and represents American values and unity.

Head of State

The president plays a role in shaping economic policies, promoting
economic growth and managing "nancial crises in collaboration
with economic advisors.
