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Roosevelt, and Abraham Lincoln. The monument was created to honor these

leaders and their contributions to the country.

         The carving of Mount Rushmore began in 1927 and took many years to

complete. Sculptor Gutzon Borglum led a team of workers who carefully chiseled

and blasted rock to create the faces. Each president's face reaches a height of

approximately 60 feet, equivalent to a six-story building.

          Mount Rushmore is a historic and iconic

monument located in the Black Hills region of

South Dakota, USA. It features the carved faces

of four American presidents: George

Washington, Thomas Je�erson, Theodore

          To represent the birth of the United States, Borglum chose George

Washington, the �rst president, to be the most prominent �gure on the mountain,

acknowledging his vital role in the American Revolutionary War and his

contribution as a founding �gure. 

          Known for his role in drafting the Declaration of Independence, the third

president Thomas Je�erson was chosen to represent the growth of the United

States as he purchased the Louisiana Territory, which doubled the size of the

country. 
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          Completing the quartet, Abraham Lincoln occupies the far right. As president

during the Civil War, Lincoln was responsible for the abolition of slavery, a pivotal

moment in American history. Lincoln was chosen to represent the preservation of

the United States.

          Mount Rushmore is not only a remarkable engineering and artistic

achievement but also a symbol of national unity and pride. It attracts millions of

visitors, who come to marvel at the scale of the sculpture and to learn about the 

history of the United States. The monument stands as a testament to the enduring 

legacy of these four presidents and their impact on the nation's development.

Carved in Stone: Mount Rushmore

         Positioned beside Je!erson is the 26th president Theodore Roosevelt. He was

instrumental in negotiating the construction of the Panama Canal. His dedication

to fairness and equal rights remains a lasting legacy. Borglum chose Roosevelt to

represent the development of the United States.
